10 minutes
[image: ] Preparation

· Avoid applying body moisturizer before the examination;
· Avoid wearing a dress and/or pantyhose.

[image: ] Progress
During a visit to the non-invasive electrophysiology lab, self-adhesive electrodes connected to an electrocardiograph are attached to the chest. Recording the heart's electrical activity (cardiac potentials) takes a few minutes and is painless.
A cardiologist analyzes the electrocardiogram.
